From
1-580 westbound in Castro Valley,
take the Strobridge Ave. exit. Turn
right on Strobridge, right on Castro
Valley Blvd., and left on Lake
Chabot Road.

From
1-580 eastbound in Castro Valley,
take the Redwood Road exit and turn
left onto Redwood Road, eft at
Castro Valley Blvd., right at Lake
